SpiceJet Adds Five More Boeing 737s, Including a
MAX; Operational Fleet Now 35 Aircraft Strong

Boosts Winter Schedule with 15 New Aircraft; Daily Flights Rise from 100 in
September to 176

SpicelJet has bolstered its fleet with five additional Boeing
737 aircraft, including one Boeing 737 MAX, marking a total
of 15 inductions in just over a month. This includes 14 planes
added on damp lease (including two 737 MAX) and the
successful ungrounding and reactivation of a Boeing 737
MAX from the airline’s grounded inventory.

With these additions, SpiceJet’s operational fleet now stands
at 35 aircraft. All five newly inducted planes have commenced
commercial operations, significantly enhancing connectivity
on high-demand domestic and international routes.

The rapid expansion provides a major boost to Spiceldet’s

winter schedule, responding to surging passenger traffic
during the festive and holiday season. As of September 30,
2025, SpiceJet was operating 100 daily flights. With these
latest additions, the airline’s daily operations have now
surged to 176 flights per day.

Debojo Maharshi, Chief Business Officer, SpiceJet, said,
“Spicedet’s winter expansion is a reflection of the strong
demand in the market and our readiness to meet it. With 15
new aircraft joining our fleet and daily flights surging to 176,
we are not only expanding our footprint but also reinforcing
our commitment to reliable, affordable, and convenient air
travel for millions of passengers.”

Mairang is known for its authentic
Tripuri preparations, with a focus

on local ingredients and traditional
cooking methods. Hornbill Agartala
presents authentic Naga fare—you
can’t not sample their Pork Ribs,
Smoked Pork with Anishi, and thalis
(Smoked Pork with Axone, Pork with
Bamboo Shoot). And Khunti Kadai is
for lovers of classic Bengali cuisine, the
countryside-style ambience and old-
style seating here only adding to the
experience.

What is the best season to visit
Agartala and why?

Between October and March, when the

weather is pleasant (15°C to 25°C) and
perfect for sightseeing.

Which must-visit places would you
recommend back home?

Ujjayanta Palace is a must-see, as
much for its architectural beauty as the
history it holds within its walls. Built
between 1899 and 1901 by Maharaja
Radha Kishore Manikya, the palace
features a mix of Mughal, Hindu,

and indigenous styles, and is set

amid beautiful Mughal-style gardens
with artificial ponds. A former royal
residence in Agartala, it now serves as
the Tripura State Museum (incidentally,
the name Ujjayanta was given by
Rabindranath Tagore). Not too far

out of Agartala is Sepahijala Wildlife
Sanctuary, a haven for nature lovers
and wildlife enthusiasts, bursting with a
diversity of flora and fauna—including
elephants and butterflies who call

it home—alongside a zoo, botanical
garden, and the not-to-be-missed
Clouded Leopard National Park, a
sanctuary within a sanctuary e

PLACES FOR A QUICK
DAY TRIP NEARBY...

Unakoti: Famous for its massive
rock-cut sculptures of Hindu deities.
Around 170km from Agartala, this
temple complex is named after a
local legend in which it is said that
a sculptor fell one short of a koti
(crore) when carving the figures. It
embraces some of the largest bas-
reliefs in India—including a 30ft high
Shiva head known as Unakotiswara
Kal Bhairava—and is also a popular
pilgrimage site, especially during the
Maha Shivaratri festival.

Tripura Sundari Temple: Popularly
known as Matabari, this is one of the
51 Shaktipeeths in India. Celebrated
for its unique architecture, which
blends the Ek-Ratna Bengali and
Southeast Asian pagoda styles, it is

dedicated to the goddess Tripura
Sundari, and is a major pilgrimage
site attracting devotees from all over
the country. Indeed, the hillock on
which the main temple is located
resembles the hump of a tortoise,

a species that Hindus regard as
auspicious.

Chobi Mura: Also known as
Chabimura, this site on the steep
banks of the Gomati River is
renowned for its rock carvings. The
name is derived from Bangla: chobi
meaning picture and mura meaning
hills. The large carvings of ancient
Hindu deities date back to the 15th
and 16th centuries; key among them
are Shiva, Vishnu, and a prominent
20ft high statue of Goddess Durga as
Mahishasurmardini.

The Prelude to War: Humanitarian
Crisis in East Pakistan

The roots of the 1971 war trace back to
the political turmoil and violence in East
Pakistan (now Bangladesh). Following
the 1970 general elections, the Awami
League, led by Sheikh Mujibur Rahman,
won a majority but was denied power by
the West Pakistani regime. This sparked
massive protests and a brutal military
crackdown, Operation Searchlight,
launched on 25th March 1971,
resulting in atrocities and the exodus of
nearly 10 million refugees into India.

As tensions escalated, and with India
supporting East Pakistan, Islamabad
initiated airstrikes on Indian airbases on

3rd December 1971, officially

triggering the war.
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Every year on 16 December,
India observes Vijay Diwas, a
remembrance that marks one

of the most remarkable military
victories in modern history. It
commemorates the 1971 Indo-
Pak War, a 13-day conflict that
not only reshaped the map of
South Asia but also gave birth to
a new nation, Bangladesh.

The Historic Surrender

On 16th December 1971, at 4:31 PM,
Lieutenant General A. A. K. Niazi,
commander of Pakistan’s Eastern
Command, signed the Instrument of
Surrender before

Lieutenant General Jagjit

Singh Aurora, representing the
Indian and Bangladeshi forces.

This surrender was the largest since

World War Il, with nearly 93,000
Pakistani soldiers laying down arms.
The event officially marked India’s
victory and the birth of Bangladesh
as an independent nation.

As my flight descends, the landscape below begins
to shimmer: a mosaic of palm groves, red-tiled roofs,
and winding rivers spilling into the Arabian Sea. This
is Konkan, a region not only known for its beaches
and seafood, but also for something far more
timeless—its tribal art of storytelling through paint
and puppets.

short drive from the heritage
town of Sawantwadi, in villages like
Pinguli, an extraordinary folk art
called Chitrakathi, meaning ‘picture
storytelling’, is still alive. Here, members of
the Thakar community have for centuries
painted scenes from the Ramayana
and Mahabharata on handmade paper,
their vibrant brushstrokes bringing the
characters to life.

The word Chitrakathi comes from

two Sanskrit roots: chitra meaning
picture, and katha meaning story. But
Chitrakathi is more than just painting.
It's performance, a blend of narration,
song, music, and puppetry. Each
enactment is staged using a bundle of
hand-painted illustrations which draw
on local folklore and the epics.

Generations ago, the Thakars, an
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Adivasi tribe of the Sawantwadi-
Sindhudurg region, would trek from
village to village with rolls of painted
panels and handcrafted puppets,
reciting episodes from the Ramayana
and Mahabharata to local audiences
who had little access to books or any
performing art. Each show was an
immersive mix of art, music, rhythm
and myth, a travelling cinema of its
time.

Their paintings—once made on leaves
or handmade paper, using natural
dyes derived from seeds and leaves—
are bold and colourful, marked by
sharp outlines and expressive figures.
The puppets, known as Kalasutri
Bahulya, are carved from sheesham
wood, dressed up in vivid clothes

and jewellery, and controlled by
strings, giving movement to gods and

goddesses, to demons, heroes and
kings. Together, these crafts nourished
a hallowed oral tradition that blended
entertainment with moral lessons and
community bonding.

The Thakars also received the
patronage of Shivaji Maharaj, who gave
them land. And besides being asked

to perform in temples and at local
festivals, these artistes were often used
as spies by kings as they interacted
with the locals.

Embracing the Magic

Modern life may have quieted the
village storytellers but in Sindhudurg, a
few passionate voices are keeping the
spirit of Chitrakathi alive, among them
a rather unexpected partner: Coco
Shambhala, a boutique resort near
Bhogwe Beach.

At first glance, Coco Shambhala
presents a coastal hideaway of luxury

villas framed by coconut palms and
sea breeze. Yet, beyond its serene
architecture and infinity pools lies a
thoughtful and cultural heart. Here

is where | watch my first Chitrakathi
performance, the string puppets
manipulated by a single puppeteer
alongside which a small group plays
music and sings, under a cashew tree
with fairy lights. From the multi-headed
Ravana to Ram breaking the bow,
and the mouse that is Lord Ganesha’s
vaahan, the attention to detail is
amazing.

Indeed, there’s a quiet magic to
watching Chitrakathi being presented,
from the flicker of the oil lamps to the
hum of the tambura, and the steady
rhythm of a storyteller’s voice. In those
moments, aeons collapse into a single
heartbeat of tradition.

At Coco Shambhala, guests can attend
painting workshops, guided by local
artists like Chetan Gangavane, or
watch intimate puppet shows under
the stars. Each session is more than
entertainment; it’s a window into a
living heritage. By creating a space
where travellers can experience these
age-old arts firsthand, the property is

helping sustain the livelihoods of Thakar
artisans and shining a light on their
stories for new generations. In fact, to
ensure that Chitrakathi continues to not
only survive but also thrive, it is now
being adapted and digitised to feature
on cloth bags, bookmarks, mousepads,
and medium-density fibreboards
(MDFs), etc.

Relevance & Renewal

Sawantwadi’s royal family, known for its
patronage of the arts, supported the
Thakars for generations. Even today,
this influence can be felt and observed
in the region’s legacy of crafts, from
lacquered toys to folk theatre. In
Pinguli, where the Gangavane family
converted a cowshed into the Thakar
Adivasi Kala Aangan museum and art
gallery, visitors and researchers can still
see old puppets, musical instruments,
ancient scroll paintings, and rare
artefacts that have survived the passing
of time.

Chetan Gangavane shares that his
family has been practicing Chitrakathi
for centuries, adding that his father
Parshuram received a Padma Shri for
his creative endeavours. Now, his focus
is on reviving the art and taking it to
cities across India. Yet, like many long-
established crafts, Chitrakathi stands at
a crossroads. It needs fresh audiences
and new ways to stay relevant.
